General Rules

1.    This league is recreational in nature.  Players signed up individually will be placed on teams by 			 
       program administrators in such a way so as to balance teams for even play.  One “playwith” 			                        	
       request will be honored whenever possible.

2.    Teams will be comprised of 15 players, 11 at a time.  Since the league is recreational, more or fewer 			
       players are allowed as long as teams are even.

3.    Players will be asked to rate their skills and abilities in order to select and balance teams.

4.    The duration of the game will be 80 minuts with a 5 minute half time intermission.

5.    We will use U.S. Soccer Federation rules with slight modifications for local play.  There will be no rule 		
       modifications for women players.

6.    There will be no trophies.  

7.    Each team will need a captain.

8.    Practices will not be scheduled by the City, but can be arranged by team captains.

9.    Players must be enrolled in the program in order to play.

10.  Teams who do not have 11 players on the field within 10 minutes of the start time, will forfeit the 			 
       game

11.  The clock runs straight through.  There will be no time outs allowed.

12.  Players from one team can substitute on another.  Non-registered players are not allowed.

13.  No slide tackles allowed.

14.  No obstruction from the rear.

15.  All players are asked to help set up nets and flags and to put equipment away.

16.  No pets allowed in the park during scheduled games.
