Center and program fun facts

The Beavercreek Senior Center was a very busy place in 2008. We had over 64,490 visits
to the Center for a variety of programs, classes, special events and facility usage. To put
this in perspective, in 2004 — our last full year in the old center — we had 19,200 visits.
That is over 45,290 more visitors than 2008. In 2007, the Center had a record year of
56,631 visits. As you can see we are up over 8,000 for 2008. The fitness room alone
registered over 17,470 visits from folks coming in for their workout. The Center served
over 5,000 lunch meals which doesn’t include all the special events that included a meal.
We certainly have our share of pool players (6,790), line dancers (1,319), and special
event attendance was over 3,060.

Transportation Fun Facts

Transportation has seen its services double over the last few years as well. Back in 2004 Pictured are members of the Bits and Pieces Discussion
we transported 4,776.

The Transportgtlon Program " Lora Lehman, and Mary Parlan ’
provides rides to folks in the City and Township to groceries, doctors’ office, the Center,

dialysis, hairdressers, and other destinations. The Center also prepared a grant through the Ohio Department of Transportation and will receive a new
van this spring to replace the current one which has logged over 178,000 miles.

Center Support Services

The Center applies for grant money each year from The Greene County Council on Aging. The grant monies we receive help support the Center
operations and our transportation service. This year we will receive a total of $129,770. The Center could not offer the amount of programs or
transportation without grant funding. Many folks are not aware of the financial support we receive from the Senior Services Levy, the
operating levy for the Greene County Council on Aging. This levy is what the Council on Aging uses to support us and other area centers. Just as
importantly, it allows the Council to provide support and services for individual seniors and caregivers throughout Greene County. The five-year senior
services levy expires at the end of this year and will be on the November 2009 ballot. The Council on Aging also provides the Center a staff
member on site at least four times a month as a Care Coordinator that is available by phone and through home visits as well. This program helps our
seniors with evaluating Medicare D and other insurance/benefits options, finding someone to help in their home, and much more. This
personalized one-on-one attention is a great support for our seniors. The Caregiver Group allows folks who are providing care for a spouse or other
loved one to meet and discuss similar questions or concerns. More importantly, it allows the folks a small break in their day to relax and get away from
the caregiver role if only for a while. The physical and mental fatigue that comes with being a part- or full-time caregiver is
overwhelming. It is common for caregivers to forego their own health care needs; having an outlet to prioritize their own needs is very
important. We thank the Council on Aging for all their support!

Center Opportunities

The Center itself offers such amenities as a fully-equipped fitness room, beautiful library, computer room, pool tables, shuffleboard, and
meeting rooms for groups such as the stamp club, NARFE, discussion group, and more. The Center also offers a variety of classes, programs, and
special events. These include such things as exercise class, yoga, computer class, line dancing, art class, Wii bowling, pool, lunches, corn hole, health
and hearing checks, table tennis, dominos, knitting class, bridge, euchre, Red Hatters Group, Red Shirt Guys, family quest class, book club, bingo, Warm
Up America, and The Beavercreek Strummers (our own band), to name a few.

Your Rivers are Closer Than You Think

Most water pollution doesn’t come from big factories anymore. In fact, it’s often the little things we
do around the house that can pollute our streams. Hosing off your driveway or sidewalk can send
pollutants such as dirt, motor oil and debris into street gutters and storm sewers, which often run
right into our rivers. Little changes can make a big difference when it comes to improving our water,
so next time, please consider the following:
